EIMA International: the contract is with Bologna
The manufacturers Federation organizing the great exposition of agricultural mechanization has entered into contract agreements with BolognaFiere which have been confirmed and are binding. Talk of a prospect of moving EIMA to the Milan trade fair quarters has not been endorsed by the Federation which holds the trademark of the event and any possible agreement between Bologna and Milan can have no automatic effect on the future of the exposition. 

EIMA International is committed to a contract with BolognaFiere which is binding to all effects. Talk circulated in recent days on the possibility of moving the agricultural mechanization event to Milan’s  Exposition Center through a possible agreement between BolognaFiere and MilanoFiere has not been endorsed by the Agricultural Machinery Manufacturers Federation, FederUnacoma, which holds the exposition’s trademark right and organizes EIMA. In January 2017 FederUnacoma and the Bologna trade fair completed a contract which stipulates holding seven biennial exposition up to 2030. The terms of the agreement makes BolognaFiere responsible for structural work on the trade fair quarters and commits FederUnacoma to maintain the trade fair in the Felsinea city (the ancient Etruscan name of Bologna). EIMA International is one the world’s greatest events in the sector with 2,000 manufacturers exhibiting and 300,000 business people from 150 countries taking part. Staging the exposition in Bologna reflects the strategy to involve the entire industrial network in the city and around the region to give Bologna the status of the world’s agricultural machinery capital. An evaluation of the economic features and logistics as a basis for a possible trade fair agreement between Bologna and Milan could have no direct effect on the future of EIMA now in preparation for the 43rd edition coming up next November 7 through 11, nor for the plans based on the program shared by BolognaFiere.  
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
